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Expression of Interest for Anaerobic Digestion Feasibility Studies                         -
Summary.
To assist Local Authorities (LAs) in the Midlands with their Net Zero commitments, the Midlands Net Zero Hub (MNZH) is seeking opportunities to develop feasibility studies to support the development of Anaerobic Digestion across the region. This call for Expressions of Interest is looking to offer three sites, with differing backgrounds, environments and ambitions, the opportunity to work with the Hub’s AD consultants (Walker Resource Management – WRM) to develop a feasibility study. 
The assumption is that most if not all the local authorities in the Midlands region, will have to deal with Anaerobic Digestion as part of their energy mix and that this is likely to increase with additional collection of food waste. It is therefore important that local authorities have been provided with good information on which to base permitting and investment decisions. 
To participate, local authorities in the Midlands must submit an Expression of Interest (EOI) outlining how they would benefit from the development of an AD feasibility study and the potential impact it could have on their local net-zero efforts.

What to Expect if Selected
On behalf of the Midlands Net Zero Hub (MNZH) Walker Resource Management (WRM) will deliver 3 feasibility studies across the Midlands region. This includes assessing use patterns, energy requirements, and infrastructure needs, along with providing actionable recommendations. Support levels may vary, but will include the following:
· Feedstock composition, quantity and character
· Material and energy flows (mass balance modelling)
· Facility design, including plant and equipment considerations
· Gas and electricity grid feasibility
· Site screening – planning and environmental permitting considerations
· Financial assessment, including indicative revenues and OPEX/CAPEX costs of the facility. 
· Social value factors and project adjacency opportunities

Regular updates will be provided to MNZH regional officers, ensuring transparency and alignment with project objectives. 
At the end of the study an electronic report will be created outlining the above and provided to the Local Authority and MNZH. The report will include a guide to Anaerobic Digestion.





Eligibility criteria.
